Before exa~nining the cvidei~ce ns to tllc cause 
of the sickness and the corrlplete cure provided, 
give consideration to hmnan rernedi.es, that yon 
may appreciate how weak and inndcquate they 
are. Some of the h ~ m a n  reruedies oBered as  a 
cure for  national ills are these, to wit: k'ascisrn, 
Con-imunism, rule by dictators, and the League 
of Nations. Fascism and Nazism, ~vltich are  one 
and the same, reginlent the people, take away 
their liberty of thought and action, overburden 
them with taxation, destroy real manhood, and 
turn men into infidelity. Communisnl is likewise 
a complete failure, an4 has been and i s  used 
cIzieflp as a scarecrow to the people to make the 
11-ay easy for selfish men to set np a (fietator 
to rule. The League of Nations i s  a complete 
Tvashout and has repeatedly dcinonstrated its 
impotency to do any good for any people or 
any nation. 

Politicians see themselves slipping rapidly 
and are  fearful for their jobs, and in their des- 
peration to hold on to  what they have grabbed 
they turn to almost any suggested remedy that 
comes from men. The earthly money-grabbers 
i~t ter ly  disregard the lights of their fellow 
creatures in their attempt to talrc everything 
in sight, but thcir material lvcalth will avail 
them nothing at the final showdown. The clergy, 
with pious and sanctimonious attitude, say to 
the politicians and other gra1)hcrs of material 
wealth and power: "I~ook to us, and let us  a31 
unite our efforts to save ourselves," Forming 
an  alliance amongst themselves, they rely en- 
tirely upon their 01471 power to save what they 
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have acquired and. to hold on to their positions 
in the future. 

Religx'w 
As a renkedy for  the ills now afflicting men 

and nations religion is held forth. Politicians 
in their desperation for a remedy are  saying: 
'?Ve must have more religion to stabilize and 
save the state and nation." Does religion hold 
out any hope of cure for the ills of the nations 
and individuals? There a re  thousands of reli- 
gions. The various nations have and practice 
many different re1igions:Can the people loolr to 
any of tbern for a enre? I f  so, to what reliqion? 
The clergy will. answer: "Just any old religion." 
But their ailsmer does not satisfy a reasonable 
mind. A brief exarnination of the religions and 
the history thereof will be illuminating here anti 
enable one to see how ntterly inadequate reli- 
gion i s  to bring any help to the people. 

What i s  religion? I t  is a belief in and prac- 
tice of certain doctrines and fbrlnslI ceremonies, 
based upon the teachings of men, and whicli 
teachings have been handed down by tradihon 
froin one generation to another. There is no 
absolute and certain authority upon which reli- 
gioa can base a conclusion. There a re  divers 
and numerous heathen religions. Within the 
borders of the nations called "Christendarn" 
there are  thrce primary religions, to toit: The 
Jews' religion ; the Roman Catholic religion ; 
and the so-called c'Protesttmt" religion ; and in 
each one of these primary religions there a re  
many divisions and denominations all sorne- 
what different and all unsatisfactory. 
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The "Jews' religion" (Galatians 1: 13,14) 
brought about the foul crucifixion of Jesus 
Christ, the murder of Stephcn, and the wide- 
spread and malicious persecution of numerous 
Christians, the disciples of Jesus Christ. (Acts 
9 : 1-13) Jesus Christ denounced the practice of 
tho Jews' religion as a fraucl, aid the praeti- 
tioaers as  hypocrites, It was the practice of 
the Jews' religion that caused the complete de- 
structioa of Jerusalem and of the entire nation 
of Israel, and that nation has netTer been and 
never n~il1 be permitted to again exist as a na- 
tion. Jew religionists continue to practice their 
religion, but it is manifest that it holds out no 
hope for humanltind. 

After the death of thc apostles of Jesus Christ 
the Catholic religion came into existence, and 
the leaders therein immediately engaged in poli- 
tics and have practiced politics and havc prose- 
cuted and carried on wars of conquest froin 
then wen to this very day. The record oC that 
religious organization is ~vrittcn in hutnan t')lood 
and tears of bitterness. F~.:~utlulently irnd hypo- 
critically operating in the name of' (loci and of 
Christ, the Cathohc religious organization lias 
colltillually carried on a canipaign of intoler- 
ance toward and persecution o P  all persons who 
have tried to understand the Gible and teach 
its truths to others. The cruet Inquisition of 
that religious organization has left i ts  slimy 
trail in ahlost every land on earth. It has ever 
been known as  an  unclean thing, for the rea- 
son that many of i ts leaders and priests have 
been and are morally putrid. The organization 
i s  ruled by a few men who maintain hendquar- 
ters at Vatican City, Rome, and which small 
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body of rulers is lrnotvn as "The Roman Cath- 
olic Hierarchy of authority", 

Centuries ago false doctrines were promul- 
gated by the official element of the Catholic 
religions organization, and those false doctrines 
and formal practices have heen handed i t o m  
from one generation to another. By that means 
millions of sincere persons have been deceived 
and frand~~lently overreached axld induced to 
support the Catliolic organization. 2'1.ierc are 
millions of sincere pcople ~vho by the organi- 
zation are called "the Catholic population", but 
the Catliolic Hicrarclly has aitIlheld from those 
people the Bible and snbstitutcd for the Scrip- 
tures the false teachir-igs of men. By employing 
such false cloctrines and practices millior~s of 
credulous people lkave heen \voef.ully deceived 
and robl~ed of tllcir material \t-ealth, and from 
them tias been taken freedom of tho~iglit and 
action, and the pcople have been steeped in 
ignorance and superstition concerning God and 
his l\Tord of truth. 

The Roman Catholic religious organization 
has an unbroken record of meddling in the pol- 
itics and co~nmercial affairs of the nations, and 
of using fraudulent and dishonest schemes to 
gain control of the politic'al offices of the nations. 
That religious organization fillly approvcd and 
backed up the brutal war recently prosceuted 
by the Fascists of Ttnlg against the harmless 
people of Abyssinia. The Catholic religious 
organization is now openly supporting the war 
of rebellion against the nation of Spain, and 
which u7ar has caused the untimely and bra- 
tczl slaying of multitudes of innocent persons. 
That same religious organization, which falsely 
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clain~s to operate in the name of CJhrist, is uow 
in an  alliance with Japan  in her prosecution 
of a malicious war of conquest against Chinu. 
The Roman Catholic religious organization, op- 
erated by the EIierarcl~y, is tllc greatest scheme 
tha.t has ever been operated to keep the people 
in ignorance of the truth. 

Years ago certain sincere persons organized 
what is known a s  Protestantism and which, 
then, was a protest against the false teachings 
ancl practices of the Roman Catholic religion. 
Soon thereafter, hoxvevcr, the so-called 'Yrot- 
estnnt" organization indulged in practices like 
unto those employed by the Catholic'religion. 
The rccord of "Protestantism" also is that of 
inquisition, persecution of the true followers 
of Christ Jcs~is ,  and prosecution of cruel wars 
of conquest, dabbling in  the political affairs of 
the nations, and of teaching and practicing false 
cloctrines that a r e  defamatory ,of the name of 
Jehovah God and of Christ Jesus. The original 
Protestantism is dead ; the modern "Protestant" 
organization is but a side-show to the Roman 
Catholic Hierarchy. I t s  leaders a re  ignorant of 
God's organization, have substituted man-made 
theories and practices for the Word of God, 
and have turned millions of professed Protes- 
tants into ignorance and superstition. 

The Jews' religion completely repudiates Je- 
sus Christ. The Catholic and Protestant reli- 
gions claim to believe in and follow Christ; 
and now in these modern days the three reli- 
gions named join forces to carry forward their 
political and commercial schemes, which a re  
seductive and work great injury to the. people.

We must !ook to reli- 
gion to save the nation." From the undisputed 
record of the afore-mentioned religious organi- 
zations it is easy to be seen that religion can 
do nothing to  cure the sick world. Religion is 
more thari hopeless, because it continuously 
works injury to the people.

The practice of re1igio1-t 1183 proved bcyo~ld 

all clonl>t that it is a rackct of the very worst 
lrind. It operates in the naInc of Cod and taBes 
:\dvanlagc of the peoples7 rcrcrcncc atlci awe 
to~vard the Suprenle Being, tirlcl of their fears 
of the future after death, and thus forces upon 
the people belief in unreasonable, false and 
harmful doctrines, such as "purgatory7', eternal 
torment, divine riglit of kings, and like doc- 
trines. By false doctrines the religioas leaders 
wrongfully extract large sums of money fro~u 
the rich and the poor, by falsely rcprcsenting 
to the living that their beloved dead are in a 
]>lace called "purgatory", there consciously en- 
during torture. Upon the false representatio2 
that the clergy can say prayers in behalf of the 
dead that will shorten their duration of 'suffcr- 
ing' in "purgatory", the living a re  induced to 
liand over large sums of money, upon 
ill-got gains the priestly leaders of the rd i -  
gious systems live wantonly. They well lrr~ow 
that there is no such place in existence as " p ~ r -  
gatory". The practice of their religion there- 
fore enables them to obtain money under false 
pretenses. 
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The religious leaders claim that the clergy 
are  superior to the common people and that 
the clergy are therefore entitled to freely re- 
ceive the best of material things, which must 
be hanclccl over to them by others.

Xever was there 
such a racket practiced among l~ulnrtn creatures 
a s  that practiced by religious leaders. Religion 
therefore holds out no hope for the people, and 
if the distinguished governor had l ~ n o w l ~  what 
he was talking about he never have ut- 
tered such worcts. The fact'iq, he was throwing 
a little sop to the people a t  the suggestioli of 
the clergy, his supposed "spiritual advisers". 
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Christianity 
Is Christianity 'knother religion"? No. Eeli- 

gionists carry on tlicir orgai~iaatioils under the 
name of the "Christian religion", bnt illat claim 
is il holly false. 'L'here is no such thing in ex- 
istence as the "Christian" religion. The word 
"C!hristian" has been attached to  religion foi* 
the purpose of deceiving the people. Ghristiu?z- 
i ty  means the teaching 01 and full obedience 
to the law and co~ilrnand~nents of Jehovah God, 
which are  sot forth in the Hil)le, the Tlrord of 
God, even a s  Jesus Christ taught and fully 
obeyed the law ntld the commandn~ents. Chris- 
tianity was fountled by the Lorcl Jesus Christ, 
because l ~ c  is the first atzointecl one of Jehovah.

The politicians and the corrrmercisl 
men have been induced to believe that religion 
and Christianity are  the same thing, whereas 
in truth and in fact religion is conlpletcly op-

No~v did religion originate, and who intro- 

duced it? Religion is the cleceptive and subtle 
sellelne of Satan the Devil, and was brought 
forward and employed by the Devil to deceive 
men and to reproach Jehovah God, and its prac- 
tice has been carried on all these centuries for 
that purpose.

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Jehoval~ God is the Giver of life ant1 attond- 
ing 1)lessings. (Romans 6: 23) Satan is the chief 
wicked one, himself condemned to ~lltimate dc- 
struction, and his purpose i s  to lend all creation 
into destruction. Satan set about to induce men 
to believe that salvation is to he had without 
reference to Jchovd~? Cod. Shortly aftcr the 
flood Satan organized religion by putting for- 
ward a man named Nirnrod and by inducing the 
people to loolr upon R'irnrod a s  one mightier 
than Jehovah God. The people hailcd Nimrod 
and ~i~orshiped Ilirn. Then Kilnrod set up a dic- 
tatorial, organizetl political rule by making him- 
self the dictator. 7'1len hc gathered tile people 
into to\$-ns or  scttlcments and introduced corn- 
mcrcr! or tmtling amon::st them, e~~abling the 
sh~lrcwdcr to get tho advantage or {lie gullible. 
(Genesis 10 : 8-1 0; 11 : 1-9) Thus the Devil, by 
his visible rcligi ous agent Ki111ro(l, ruled the 
people politically, controlled the fruits of their 
labor con~mc\rcially, and hy religion ctkused the 
people to be very suye~*stitio~zs, and thus he held 
thr~tri together ailci turnctl t l~cm away from God, 
Thereafter other tribes were organixcd into nn- 
tions, and the !)evil saw to it. that cvcbry nation 
had a religion, which wa:i and is a reproach to 
the llalne of hlinigl~ty Qotl. TJ'p till the time of 
Abrahaxu only a very few ~rnell had rertiained 
faithful and truth to the Alrnigllty. 

Then God selected the descenclants of Ah1.a- 
hmi, who are callctct "Jews", and organized them 
as a people for hirnself. God had declared to 
Abraham, the father of the Jewish people, that 
he would raise up a seed which woulld in due 
time rule the world in righteousness for the 
benefit of all who obeyed him. That promised 
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sced is Christ Jesus. (Galatians 3: 16) In  or- 
der to protect the Jews and to  safeguard them 
ngaiust the Devil religion until the conling of 
Christ Jesus, Jehovah God gave to the Jews 
his law and co~nmandments written in  the Bible. 
"It [the law] was added because of transgres- 
sions, till the seed should come . . . Wherefore 
the law was onr schooh~aster to bring us unto 
Christ."'-Galttttians 3 : 19-24. 

The Scriptures disclose that the Jewish na- 
tion was uxllaithful to God and turned to and 
practiced the Bevil rcligion arid thus reproached 
the nnrne of Jehovah. That peoplc Pel1 under 
the wily and dccepti~-e influence of the Devil. 
Tirnc aud again God warned the Jews against 
religion. He  scrit his prophets to them, \vanled 
ilrenl against the religious leaders, and informed 
the people tllat unless they ttrrncd from religion 
and obeyed God's commandments he mould de- 
stroy them. Only rt few inctividual Se~vs  gave 
heed to such warning, and they, and Ifley alone, 
escaped destruction. The Jen-ish nation was 
completely cl~stl.oycd and will never again ex- 
ist  as s nation. 

Jesus Christ, by and through his faithful 
apostles, estaI>lishcd Christianity. For  three 
2nil one-half ycars Jesus taug11t the people 
of and concerning their salvation that would 
come to thein only by and through God's king- 
dom. PIe instmcted them that they must obey 
t l . ~  law and the conimand~nrnts of the Almighty 
God and to shun tlie Devil religion, Fo r  this 
reason the religionists caused the crucifision of 
Jesus. After his cn~cifixion his faithful apos- 
tles continued to preach the gospel of and con- 
cerning Christ Jesus and his kingdom. Many 
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persons believed their teaching ant1 became 
Christians. The Devil then took advantage of 
the situation and brought into esistence an- 
other religion, and which was falsely named 
"the Christian religion", and the people have 
long been induced to believe that the so-called 
"Christian religion" was taught by Jesus Christ; 
but in truth and in fact all religion i s  opposed 
to Christ and Christianity. The Catholic organ- 
ization, from the beginning, has taken the lead

They 
agree on the false doctrine of the trinity, and 
the superiority of the clergy over the colrlrilon 
people o r  laity; nnct they teach the people that 
hunlan, political rulers constitute "the hifiller 
powers", which the Scriptnres namc nnd show 
a re  God and Jesus alone. (Romans 13 : 1) They 
all agree that their mission is to "convert the 
world" to their religious doctrines. They to- 
gether approve war, by which many human 
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lives are destroyed, and which i s  in direct vio- 
lation of God's everlasting covenant; and they 
are all in full agreement in their opposition 
to and persecution of Jehovah's witnesses, who 
are  the onIy Christians on earth who are  at- 
tempting to assist the people to  get an under- 
standing of the Bible. 

Now here note the conclusive proof that reli- 
gion is man's great enemy and the instru~nent 
invented and employed by the Devil to bring 
man into complete destruction.

[Uehenqza; destruction]". Religion is therefore 
the enemy of man and the opposer of the Al- 
mightyGod.

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.Again$k God 
All religions arc  against God and against his 

kingdom under Christ. Of this great fact the 
people are  kept in ignorance by reason of the 
influence of the. religious leaders. Millions of 
sincere people on earth, Catholic and Protes- 
tant, 1001~ for and hope for the coming of Christ's 
lungtlom. To blind the people to the real facts 
the religionists and politicians together organ- 
ized the League of Nations, and then the reli- 
gionists enthusiastically declared that League 
of Nations to be "the poIitica1 expression of 
God's kingdom on earth"; whiefi claim is en- 
tirely false and dcfalnntory of God and of 
Christ Jesus. 

The ambition of the Rornan Catholic Hier- 
archy is to control the nations of the earth. 
F o r  that reason that religious organization has 
for many years maintained the "Jesuit" organi- 
zation, which is a secret religious order, the 
work of which i s  to originate and operate 
schemes to deceive the people, gain control of 
them, and to grab political power and wealth.

Shortly thereafter Fascism, under the 
name of Nazism, was organized in Germany 
by the same class of religionists. The religion- 
ists had put forward Communism and used that 
as a scarecrow to frighten the people into sub- 
mission, and which enabled the religionists, Fas- 
cists or Nazis, to grab control of Germany, which 
is now ruled by a dictator.

~ i l d  JCWF fall upon the ncclts of the Roman 
Catholic Ffierarclly, and all move along together 
claixrling that religion is the lncttns of salvation 
of the people and the nations. 'J.'o he sure, there 
are x~illions of sincere persons held antler these 
religions organizations vho 11nvc been deceived 
and who do not ~znderetand that rcligion is a 
rocket slncl a subtle eneiny of the people. These 
sincere persons must be informed, that they 
may have a ehtrnce to scelr deliverance. 

RScligionists, led By the Rolllan Catlrolic IIier- 
archy, have now launcl~ed and vigorously pros- 
ecute a campaiga looking to the control of 811 
the natiozis of the cart11 and tllc rule of all thc 
nations by dictators. Their unholy ambition has 
been accnri~plished in several European n a t' ~ons .  
IIThen Gerinany nras taken over by a dictator, 
they ilrirlleiliately beean a c r ~ ~ e l  persecution of 
all persons w l ~ o  stnrlied the Word of God and 
who attempted to instruct others concerning 
God's kingdom, The sanle coarse of action is 
being talten amongst practically all the peoples 
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and nations of the earth. The following is an 
example of the operation of the religious politi- 
cal schemers working together, to wit: The head 
of a large financial institution, who is a Roman 
Catholic, attended a conference a t  TiVashington, 
D. C., and thereafter said to the board of direc- 
tors of his financial institution: "We rnnst nr- 
range our company to  suit the foIlowing condi- 
tions and plms in the United Slates. There mill 
be an inflation of the currency, then a rcvolu- 
tion, and then ,z dictator to rule." The people 
see now this movcment being carried for\v\lnr.cl 
to accolnplish that very thing. Already there 
has been a11 inflation of the currency and an 
orgy of spending, and rnucli preparation for a 
dictator to take charge of the national affairs. 
The govcrninent of the United States is now 
so much in debt that in all probability i t  will 
follow the example of Germany l ~ y  cclnccling 
the present mol~cy issue wlwn a dictator takcs 
control. Then all the liberties of the peopfc will 
be at an end and the fanatical religionists will 
dominate the tlloughts and actions of the peo- 
ple. It is reported on good authority that in 
Inany of the Roinan Catholic cathedrals in 
America boxes that have the appearance of 
piano Iwxes are moved into basements of tE~ese 
organizations, and are  filled with guns and am- 
munition. Such is the course of religionists. The 
people can never hope to  r e c e i ~ e  a lasting cure 
or help from religionists. 

The Cure 
Jehoval~  God is supreme, ancl soon the facts 

will fully vindicate his name by and through 
Christ Jesus. Jehovah knew the end from the 
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bcgi~;;~~i;;, aid he has permitted the Devil to 
have Cull opportunity to carry out his chal- 
lenge.

(John 3 : 16) God's provision 
to give Life to those who believe on and obey 
him is through Christ Jesus: "For the wages of 
sin is death; hut the gift of God is etcrnd life, 
through Jesus Christ our 1;ord."-Romans 6 :  23. 

Those n~ho tit-e an oppo~.tnnit-y to Inlow and 
to serve God and Christ Jcs~;ls, and who do so, 
will live, and tliose ~7110 refnse to believe on 
tho TJord sl~nll not see life: "The Father loveth 
tl1t2 Son, and hail1 given all things into Elis hand. 
IIP that believeth on the Son l~at l l  everlasting 
life; and he that believcth not the Son shall not 
scc life; but the wrath of Cod ahitlet11 on him." 
-John 3 : 35,36. 

Jehovah God never fails to ftdly perform his 
promises. Fo r  centuries S:rlan the De~ril has 
been the invisible ruler of the rvorld, accom- 
plishing his purpose by fraud and deceit, prac- 
ticed. particularly at his instance by religionlats. 
Gocl promised that in due time Satan and his 
rule shall for ever end and that Christ Jesus 
shall rule the world in righteousucss. Coneern- 
ing that rule by Christ Jesus the King, .Jehovah 
said: "The government shall be upon his shoul- 
der ;  and his name shall be called Wonderful 
Counsellor, The Mighty Cod, The everlasting 
Father, The Prince of Peace.

and that caxne to pass in 1914. Furthermore, 
Jesus said that the tvar would be followed by 
ciistress of nations with perplexity, and men's 
hearts failing then1 for fear of what they see 
conling upon the worlcl. (&fatthem 24 : 3-21 ; Luke 
21 : 7-26) The condition there named is now being 
experienced in a31 nations. The religionists, in- 
cluding the Lcague of Sations, the Fascists and 
the Knzis, have PormedAa conspiracy to rule the 
earth, and now together stand in the place of 
God's Iringdom tlndcr Christ, claiining that they 
are  going to rule and recover the peoples and 
the nations. (Isaiah 8 : 9-3 2) Concerning that, 
unholy combine, which clnirns the right and 
power to rule and to curc the present condi- 
tion of sickness, Jesus says : '?Vhen you see that 
abominable thing standing in the place where 
it ought not to  stand, then flee to the kingdom 
of God.' (Matthew 24 : 15,lG ; Mark 13 : 14) It is 
time to give heed to the warning of Christ 3 esus. 

I F  yon believe that Jehovah is the Almighty 
God; that Christ Jesus, his beloved Son, is the 
Redeemer of man and the world's rightful Rul- 
er; that the Bible is the ?I7ord of Gocl and tlzcre- 
fore man's true guide; and if you believe the 
facts as they exist, and which facts a re  before 
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your eyes, then it is time for yon and all such 
honest and sincere persons to arouse yourselves 
and look well to the only means of escape, cure 
and salvation. To be sure, the Devil will do 
everything within his power to keep men in 
ignorance of these8'vital truths, and he will con- 
linue to use the religions clergy, particularly, 
for that purpose, because he knows his end is 
at hand and that he must deceive the people. 
At the same time God is causing his great truths, 
showing you the way to be cured, to be brought 
to your attention in order that all those people 
of good will toli\ral.d Cod may he delivered from 
the Devil and his powerful influence and that 
the people may find the way to conlplete cure 
of their ills.

own way." Concerning this the Lord caused to 
be written in tile Bible these prophetic words, 
to wit: '%or when they shall say, Peace and 
safety; then sudden destruction cometh upoit 
them, as travail upon a wit11 child; and 
they shall not escape." (1 Thessalonians 5: 3)  
As sucttlen dcstrnction fell upon the world a t  
thc flood, and upon the nation of Israel, so sud- 
den destruction a t  the hand of the Lord God 
shall fa11 upon all tho religionists, 

God has declared that a t  Armageddon Sa- 
tan's entire organization shall he conlpletcly de- 
stroyecl, (Matthew 24 : 21 ; Revelation 16 : 13-17 ; 
Psalm 145: 20) Religion is the chief means by 
which the Devil holds his organization together. 
Therefore a t  the very beginning of the battle 
of the mreat day of God Almighty called "Arma- 
Reddo;' all religion shall perish from thc cartll. 
That will be God's "strange actJ', of which he
