Every human creature is a sewant of Grid 
or  of the Devil, as it is written in the Scrip- 
tures: "Know ye not, that to whom ye yield 
yourclelves servants to obey; his servants ye 
are to whom ye obey; whether of sin unio 
death, or of obedience unto ~.ijghkeouaness." 
(Romans 6:16). The Roman Catholic Hier- 
archy arbitrarily rules the "Clatho!ic popula- 
tioa" or common people t h a t  s u p p u ~ t  their 
church organisation: The HiekBarc hy cluims 
to serve God but in fact sevves the  Ilevil. as 
the undisputed facts show. Fascism i s ' t h e  
instrument of Satan the Devil, fatally bent on 
arbitrarily ruling or ruining the nations, and 
the Roman Catholic Hierarchy fully supports 
the Fascists. The honest Catholic people, 
known as the "Catholic population", are kept 
In ignorance of the truth and the Hierarchy, 
uea its power to hold them in iporanca 
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Nost of the so-called Protestants have either 
been put in fear and caused to remain silent 
oi. have been li~lled to sleep and show indiffer- 
ence to what is going on. Seldom is there a 
protest raised by those who call themselves 
protest ant,^, against the arbitrary action of the 
Itoman Catholics. There seems to be some 
cbxception in Australia, If a man or company 
of nlen devote themselves to informing the 
people of the troth the Roman Catholic Hier, 
al-chy and Fascist allies use all their cunning 
and power to prevent the people from hearing 
the truth.

I have nwrcly ca!lcd r.ttention to 
these symbols foretold in prophecy. and m?pportad by the 
facts well known to all. Tile British Erapire lkts bccn the 
mo.st liberal of all nations on earth in gm:lting I1111 free- 
dom of speech.

(9) Is the orr-.a.:~iza!;ion of ,Jehovah's wit- 
nesses attempting to build up a power o r  
organization i t1  bgposition to others? 

Answer: Mosl cmphslically, No. Jrhovai~'~ witnesses have 
but one thing to do, nnd :hat is t.o inform the pcogle of 
the truth contained in God's Word and whlch cihnws that 
more than 6.000 years ago Ood promised to estsbllsh a 
kingdom r l th Chrirt Jtbsus as thc i n ~ i s i b : ~  Eulcr and that 
this Ls the hope and salvation of the i l u n ~ n n  race and 
which will bring tu them last i~~g pcare, prosperiky, ha?- 
pincrs and joy. 

Although the Town IIaIl ilacl Iwen let to 
Jehovah's witneu~es under contract, to which 
the public was invited to come and hear Judge 
Rutherford's lecture, the Hierarchy and the 
Fascists exercised such subtle influence over 
the mayor of Sydney that he c.nncelled the 
contract and thus prevented Australian citi- 
zens from assembling there. That raised a 
storm of protest and quickly 120,000 Austra- 
lian citizens signed a protest to the Government; 
demanding that  arrangements be made for  
them to hear the lecture of Judge Rutherford 
and which protest is set forth as follows:- 

"Attempts are now being made to deprive 
the people of t.he Commonwealth of thei r  rights 
as  citizens to hear a lecture by Judge Ruther- 
ford to be delivered a t  Sydney Town H a l l  
April 24th, at 4.00 p.m., and relayed by radio to 

a l l  parts  of the CommonweaIth. Expense to 
be borne by the Watch Tower' Society. We, 
the undersigned, emphatically protest against 
any action being taken by the authorities which 
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savours of Fascism or Dictatorship and we 
petition the Commonwealth Government to 
make arrangements immediately for the broad- 
casting of this speech so that we may hear 
the Word of God discussed by Judge J. F. 
Rutherford, an outstanding visitor to our 
shores." 

RADIO. 
God has provided the radio as a means of 

reaching the people but He does not prevent 
the Devil from interfering with its use, there- 
fore giving the Devil and his agents an opppr- 
tunity to show their colors before He deals with 
them as He has promised. For the accommo- 
dation of the people, twenty-two radio statiens 
of Australia had been engaged to broadcast the 
lecture of Judge Rutherford. That so fright- 
ened the Fascists and the Roman Catholic Hier- 
archy that they began to put forth a desperate 
effort to stop such broadcast. In. the usual 
course application was made by Jehovah's wR- 
nessea for the land wires to transmit the speech 
over the key station to .the other radio statiohs. 
The postmaster general: was then induced to 
demand that the script or copy of the lecture 
must be first approved by him before the use 
of the wires would be granted. The postmaSte~ 
general was informed that the copy of l 3e  
speech would be lodged with him gladly for 
his files, but not to be censored, for the reason 
that the speech is devoted exciusivery "h tlie 
Bible, the Word of Almighty God, and thafho 
man has any authority to eensor €he %me. 
The script with copy of the propo-sed speech 
was filed with the postmast~r general as shjhdwn' 
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by the acknowledgment of his representative 
as appears below : 

"I hereby acknowledge receipt of the above 
copy of the script of said speech therein 
described. 

(Sgd.) H. G. Dicker, 
for Deputy Director, 22/4/'38." 

The Constitution of Australia contains tinis 
proviaion : 

"The Commonwealth shall not make any law 
for establishing any religion, or for imposing 
any religious observance, or for prohibiting 
the free exercise of any religion, and no reli- 
gious.test shall be required as a qualification 
for any office or public trust under the 
Commonwealth." 
This is the fundamental law that the peopIe 

made. Although the postmaster general well 
knew that the broadput was devoted ta the 
Bible exdwively, and was clearIy within the 
provisionl~ of the Constitution, and could not 
be discrimhabid against or  interfered with 
and that he had no authority to discriminate 
agoin& Jehovah'e witnessee and to censor such 
speech, and although he had a copy of the 
speech. in his possession, yet he arbitrarily 
refused the use of the land wires for the reason 
that the epeaker would not consent that the 
poatmsster shaald censor the speech. Thereby 
the posbmk general prevented millions of 
Aagtrslian citizens from hearing what they 
were entitled to hear. This is an  example of 
arbitrary rule where one man takes away the 
L i W e a  of miIIion8 of people, and tbia is done 



at the instance of selfish interests above- 
mentioned. 

Certain newapapers, acting together with 
the unholy and unrighteous combine, the 
Fascikts and the Roman Catholic Hierarchy, 
have deliberately withheld from the people the 
facts and have made i t  appear that there was 
an absolute refusal to file the copy of the 
speech. This shows which side those news- 
papers serve and clearly shows that they are 
against the interest of. the common people. 
That the facts may be, known by the people the 
letters and telegrams pasaing between - the  
officials and those interested in-the speech are 
published below. Read them carefully and you 
will see how the people have been digcriminated 
against. 

April 19, 1988. 
To the Honorable H. P. Brown, 

Director General of PosB and Telegrnpha. 
"Sir,-Application has been made to you for 

the use of telephone lines to broadcast my 
speech on the 24th inst. I am advised that  you 
decline to grant' the use of the same unless the 
script of the lecture be dIed with you in advance 
and approved by you. If the sole purpose of 
requiring filing of advance script is that  the 
same may be made a part of your files, then 
I shall gladly comply and file the copy with 
you. If, however, you mu8t fir& approve the 
lecttlre before the use of the wires is granted, 
and that your digagreement or disapproval 
means the refusal of the use of the wires. then 
I find i t  impossible to furniah the script for 
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the following reason : 

"For the past ten years I have been broad- 
casting in many countries, including Australia. 
My lectures deal solcly with the Bible, which 
is the Word of God and this fact is well known. 
The only persons who raise objection to 
my lectures are certain religionists, who have 
presumptuously assumed to determine what 
the people must think or believe. Such reIi- 
gionists now fear to have the people learn the 
truth as  contained in the Word of God, which 
truth discloses that the Roman Catholic Hier- 
archy, ambitious to rule the world, and operat- 
ing in conjunction with Fascists, have done 
and a re  doing great injury to the ycoplc.

told about it. That is what I am trying to do 
in obedience to his commandment. The people 
of Australia, including thousands of honest 
Catholics, as well as Protestant., are entiqed to 
hear and i t  is not the right of any man to inter- 
fere with their hearing. If you deprive the 
peopIe of the opportunity to, hear, because upon 
the advice of certaia religionists you do not 
approve what is to be said, then you must bear 
the full responsibility before God, who accora- 
iog to His promise will duly rqompcnse all 
who hinder the free proclamation of His Word. 
Until the Roman Catholic Hierarchy presump- 
tuously assumed to tell the "Catholic popula- 
tion" and other people what they may or may 
not. hear, no man in Australia has attempted 
to interfere with the .freedom of speech con- 
cerniag what God has commanded shall be 
spoken. I cannot cowsent to the withholding 
of any truth from the people, which God has 
commanded them to know, merely because the 
telling of that trust may shock the religious 
susceptibilities of certain selfish men who bring 
great reprogh upon Jehovah God's name.

dmired everlasting life he must obey God and 
his refusal to obey would result in his death. 
Therefore, i t  is mit ten in God% law: "I have 
set before you life and death." Choose whom 
you will serve. Only those who love God a n  
get life and Satan claim that he can make 
all men curse God. The unchangeable law of 
Jehovah God is this: 'The h r d  preemeth all 
them that love him: but all the wicked wiU he 
detroy". (Ps. 146: 20) The contest begam 
and must eontinne until God's due tlme to 
bring the matter to a final conclugion That 
due time is a t  hand and therefore God ann. 
ma~lds that the final warning must be gfvea 
by his witnesses before he executes his judg- 
ment upon Satan and all of his followers 

In order for anyone to truly love God and 
serve bim he must know God and his meana 
of salvation, and therefore it is written: "And 
this k life eternal, that they might know thee 
the only true God, and Jesus Christ, whom 
thou bast sent". (John 17: 3) The Devil's 
course of procedure has always been to keep 
the people in ignorance of God and his pro- 
vision for man and thexefore the Devil has 
placed before men every possible thing that 
gould blind to the .trozth of God's Word, 
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BELIGION. 

Jehovah's loyal and faithful creatures wor- 
ship him in spirit and in truth. By nature 
there is in the mind of every man a desire to 
worship some real or fancied higher power. 
Knowing this innermost desire of man and to 
carry out his purpose of turning men away 
from God, the Devil long ago introduced 
religion by setting before the people the man 
called Nimrod, who was a mighty hunter. The 
Devil induced the people to believe that Nimrod 
was superior to Jehovah God and so the people 
bowed down to Nimrod and worshipped him, 
as it is written: "Nimrod the mighty hunter 
before [superior to and greater than God] the 
Lord." The man Nimrod became the object 
of worship by the people snd he was the abso- 
lute dictator of the people, just as Hitler at- 
tempts to compel the people to "heil" him as 
the savior of the people. Nimrod was there- 
fore the Devil's means of introducing. to the 
people religion and religious practices. Then 
Nimrod set up himself as king and thus intro- 
duced politica amongst the people. He brought 
the people tugether and builded a city and there 
introduced commerce or traflic amongst the 
people, Immediately there began and ever 
thereafter have been three things which are 
joined together in ruling the world and turning 
faithless creakues sway from God, to wit, 
politics, commerce and religion. By this means 
the people have been kept in ignorance of 
Jehovak God and his purpose. 

Beligion t any farm of w o r d p  practiced by 
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creatures in recognition of some real or s u p  
posed "higher power7' and which practice finds 
support or authority only in the teachings of 
men handed down by tradition from one gen- 
eration to another. With Nimrod there began 
organized religion. For centuries thereafter 
every nation that was organized adopted some 
kind of Devil religion and the people were 
caused to worship creatures instead of the 
Creator, &nd thus i t  seemed that the Devil was 
on his way to accomplish his defiant and 
boastful challenge. 

Prior to the time of Abraham a very few 
men remained true to Jehovah God. With the 
faithful descendants of Abraham God organ- 
ized the nation 'of Israel, gave to that natio~ 
his covenant and code of laws to govern them 
and which laws specifically prohibited them 
from worshiping any creature or thing, and 
this God did in order to protect the Israelites 
from the Devil religion. To the Israelites 
Jehovah God said through Moses: "If ye will 
obey my voice indeed, and keep my covenant, 
then ye shall be a peculiar treasure unto me.'' 
'Thou shalt have no other gods before me, nor 
make any image thereof, nor shalt thou bow 
down to or serve them'. (Exod. 19: 5 ; 20: 1-5) 
It is written in God's Word, which Jesus 
repeated: 'Man liveth by the word that pro- 
ceedeth out af the mouth of God'. (Matt. 4: 4) 
Therefore all must get life everlasting, if a t  all, 
by obeying the Almighty God, and all persons 
that practice the Devil religion shall die because 
such is God's decree. The Devil worked upon 
the Israelites and their leaders to  turn them 



to the Devil religion. He introduced religion 
amongst them and turned thst nation away 
from God and to the worship of objects and 
things which they did h violation of their 
covehant made with Jehovah. Because thereof, 
God said to that nation: "You only have I 
known of alI the families of the earth : there- 
fore I will punish you for all your iniquities". 
(Amos 3: 2) The iniquities of Israel consisted 
of repeatedly turning away to and practicing 
religion. God sent .to the kraelitea his pro- 
phets to give waming, that unless they forsook 
religion, repented and turned to Jehovah, he 
would destroy the nation. Failing to give 
heed to that warning the nation of Lanrel fell, 
multitudes thereof being slaughtered and the 
survivors carried away into captivity. Later 
a remnant of the Israeli* returned and re- 
burrded the wall a d  the temple of Jerusalem 
and for a time engaged in the true worship of 
the Almighty God. Again religion wm iatro- 
duced by the Devil and came to the fore and 
the leaders of the Israelites adopted formalism 
and the practice of religion based solely upon 
the tradition of men. Thus Israel was turned 
away from God by the Devil. 

Then came Jasus the Son of Jehovah God. 
At tha t  time the Israelites were under the 
leadership of the clergy called the Pharisees 
who taught and practiced religion but claimed 
to be serving God. Jesus began his ministry 
by using these words to the Israelites giving 
them warning: 'Repent, for the kingdom of 
heaven is at hand.' For more than three years 
ho c ; e s M  tP BIWWI~ the truth and to wafp 
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the people against the practice of religion. 
That religion is ti defamation of.  god'^ name 
and, that it originated with the Dovil to turn 
men away from God, hear now the testimony 
of Christ Jesus recorded a t  Matthew 15: 1-9: 
"Then came to Jeeua  scribe^ and Ph~~iseer),  
which were of Jerusalem, saying, Why do thy 
 disciple^ trsnsyrese the tradition of the eldem? 
. . . But he answered and said unto them, Why 
do ye also transgress the commandment of 
God by your tradition?. . . Thus have ye made 
the commandment of God of none effect by 
your tradition. Ye hypocrites, well did Eeaias 
prophcqy of you, saying, This people draweth 
nigh unto me with their mouth, and honoureth 
me with their lips; but their heart ia f a r  f r ~ m  
me. But in vain they do worship me, teaching 
for doctrines the commandments of man." 

Jesus always taught the truth of God'a Word 
but the religious leader8 did not give heed to 
his words. Then Jeaus wid to them : "Wrlly 
do ye not understand nly speech? even because 
ye cannot hear my word. Ye are of youp father 
the devil, and the lusts of your father ye will 
do. He was a murderer from the beginning, 
and abode not in the truth, because there is 
no t ruth in him. When he speaketh a lie, he 
apeaketh of hit; own: for he is a liur, and the  
father of it." (John 8: 43, 44) Thiti is pro0 
conclusive that religion i~ of the Devil, em- 
ployed by that  wicked and deceptive foe for 
t h e  purpose of deceiving men and leading them 
into destruction itnd thus to  curry out hi6 
challenge to Jehovah. Paul, tbe  apostle uf 
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Jesus Christ, was once a religionist until 
the Lord enlightened him and then he became 
a Christian. (Acts 9: 1-19) When Paul was a 
religionist he persecuted Christians viciously. 
When he became a Christian Paul received 
great persecution a t  the hands of religionists 
and this is further corroborative proof that 
religion is of the Devil and is used to oppose 
and oppress the true servants of Almighty God. 

Christianity means the worship of Almighty 
God in spirit and in truth in accord with the 
commands of God and teachings of Jesus 
Christ. .Therefore those who follow Christ 
Jesus the Leader, and thus worship God in 
spirit and In truth, are Christians. None other 
are Christians. There is no such a thing in 
existence as the "Christian religion", because 
religion and Christianity are exactly opposite 
and diametrically opposed one to the other. 
Religion dishonors and reproacherr the name 
of Jehovah God. Christianity honors and vin- 
dicates the name of Almighty God and this is 
why true Christidns are always persecuted by 
religionists. 

Christianity progressed during the days of 
the apostles, but after their death the enemy 
Satan used selfish men, covetous for influence 
and power, to bring in religious practices and 
which men wrongfully labelled the "Christian 
religion". The Roman Catholic Hierarchy 
came into power and that organization claims 
to be the mother and beginner of what is called 
the'"(%ristian religion". The so-called Pro- 
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testants came out of the Catholic organization 
and formed other religious organizations and 
those also are wrongfully labelled "Christian 
religion". 

Now it is well known by every person who 
tries to learn the truth that all religion is based 
upon the traditions of men, that is, upon the 
teachings of men handed down by tradition, 
and is not based upon the Bible. The great 
religious organizations participate in the poli- 
tical affairs of the nations and in the commer- 
cial and financial schemes to control and rule 
the people even as Nimrod did in his day. Thus 
it is seen that from the time of Nimrod until 
now the world has been controlled by Satan, 
who uses three elements, to wit, religion, 
politics and commerce, all operating for a sel- 
fish purpose, religion being the greatest and 
worst racket of all. The leading religious 
organization of the world engages in all 
manner of political and commercial schemes 
to control the wealth of the land. Unlike 
Jesus Christ, the founder of Christianity, who 
had not where to lay his head, that religious 
organization has become the richest in 
material wealth of any organi7~tion under the 
sun. It is a part of and craves to rule the 
world. With great pomp and glory that 
organization parades its wealth before the 
people and boasts of its power and in this day 
exalts itself by outwardly displaying its worldly 
riches and glory. Such ought to be convbcisg 
evidence to the people that religious organiza- 
tions have not the favor of God and his Christ 
but that they are God's enemies, as it is written: 



"Ye adulterers and adultresses, kncw ye not 
that the friendship oC the world is enmity with 
God? whosoever therefore will be a friend 
of the world is the enemy of God". (James 4: 4) 

M%y did God cause to be recorded in the 
Bible so much about religion and the Jews and 
the dealing of the Jews with other pcqple and 
what came then to pass? The Scriptures answer 
that question in these words: "Now all theoe 
things happened unto them for en~amples 
[ t y p e ~ j  : and they are written for our admoni- 
tion, upon. whom the ends of the world are 
come." (1  Cor. 10: 11) We have now come 
to the end of the world and i t  i~ God's com- 
mand that a warning shall be given from his 
Word of the great and final diflaeter that soon 
shall befall the world, and the things that came 
to paas upon Israel He uses as striking ex- 
amples. 

Because Israel under the leadership of her 
clergy turned away from God's comlhandmentq 
and turned to religious practices .Jesus not only 
told them that they were of the Devil but he 
warned Jerusalem in these words: "0 Jeru- 
salem, Jerusalem, thou that  kiliest the prophets, 
and stonest them which a r e  sent u ~ ~ t o  tilee, how 
often would I have gatberecl thy  children to- 
gether, even as a hen gathereth her chickens 
under her wings, and ye would not! Behold, 
your house is left uatSo you desolate." '(Matt. 
23: 57, 3%) A few years thel-c?:ifter Jerusalem 
was completc4y destroyed :uld the dews n a e r  
again 917811 ~011t;.'ol it. 1)id J e s ~ d  hold any 
malice against tile practitiouers of religion. the 



clergy in particular, and did he speak against 
them in order to induce the people to destroy 
them? Certainly not, for the reason that it 
was in his power to bring about their destruc- 
tion without saying anything,about it to the 
people beforehand. Did Jesus hold any malice 
agqinst; the Jewish people ? Most certainly 
not, They were his own people and it is written 
that he came to his,own that he might do them 
great; good and that the leaders not only refused 
to hear his speech, but hindered the people 
from hearing, but as many of the people as did 
receive him, to them he gave the power. to 
become the sons of God. (John 1 : 12) He 
sounded the warning that those who were of 
the right mind might seek the Idrd and find 
life. 

Jehovah's witnesses now represent the Lord 
Jesus and Jehovah because they are wholly 
and unqualifiedly devoted to God, his King and 
kingdom. They are commanded to tell the 
truth to the people even as Jesus told the truth. 
Religionists charge that Jehovah's witnesses are 
mtlliciously trying to destroy the bulwark of 
the nations by at@ckiog the clergy and re- 
ligion. That charge is wholly without fow& 
tion. Do Jehovah's witnesses hold any malice 
against Catholics or Protestants because they 
are Catholics or Protestants? No, certainly 
not. There are multitudes of honest and sin- 
cere Catholics and Protestants who have been 
deceived by the doctrines taught by theb 
leaders and now God commands that his truth. 
shall be told in order that all pareom may 
x.eceb0 .U 9.- aad tbst lhm lmabP dm 
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heed may flee from the Devil's religious organi- 
zation and find refuge and safety under Christ 
Jesus. Are Jehovah's witnesses attempting to 
destroy religion or religious leaders? They are 
not because the U r d  alone will do the destroy- 
ing and commands his witnesses to inform the 
people of his purpose. Jehovah's witnesses 
must tell the truth as  commanded and if they 
fail or refuse to do so they shall suffer de- 
struction. (Acts 3 : 23) They are commanded 
to go and to proclaim these truths to the world 
as a witness and for this reason they will do 
so and for no other reason. 

Let all persons take warning now that God 
has decreed that all who hold to and practice 
religion after havilng been warned shall die a t  
Armageddon; that all those who flee to God 
arid take their stand firmly on the side of 
Jehovah and his King Christ Jesus shall live. 
Having been warned, therefore, everyone must 
make his own choice. 

Every thoughtful person senses some great 
trouble coming upon the world and that it is 
impending and about to fall. The pepple and 
the rulerer are in distress and perplexity fearing 
what they sense is coming, even though they 
understand it not. What is the impending 
trouble? The Word of Almighty God plainiy 
sbows, and the physical facts corroborate tha* 
divine testimony, that the world is sick unto 
death and is going to be destroyed and that 
everyone who does not give support to the 
King Christ Jesus is going to die. And why 
this disaster? Because it is the day of Jeho- 
vah's vindication when he will forever settle 
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the quastion of who is supreme. God baa per- 
mitted the Devil to remain until now and 
put forth his best endeavors to prove his 
wicked challenge, and Satan has failed. Now 
Satan'g world has ended and the que;sti~,~ of 
who shall rule mud and will ae settled once 
and for all time. Christ Jesus the world's 
rightful Ruler has come and is enthroned by 
Jehovah and is sent forth to rule the world in 
the midst of his enemies, and his first work is 
to oust the enemy. (Psalm 110: 2-4) 

For centuries honest and sincere men. re- 
gardless of all religious organi7~tions, have 
looked and prayed and hoped for the coming 
of God's kingdom under Christ, and in doing 
so they have obeyed the specific instruction 
that Jesus gave to his followers. Now the 
kingdom is here and this is good news to those 
who love righteousness. They rejoice to know 
that Satan's wicked rule shall shortly . cease 
forever and that the righteous government of 
peace and prosperity, resting upon the shoul- 
der of Christ Jesus, shall rule forever. (Tsa. 
9: 5, 7) The Devil will not vacate voluntarily. 
By his earthly representatives, who use reli- 
gion, commerce and politics to deceive the 
people, he insists on ruling the world. Satan's 
rule of wickedness under his representatives 
stands stubbornly resisting God and attempts 
to hold power, and that rule is cruel and 
wicked. T.t7ickedness and righteousness cannot 
both continue to exist. Therefore God has 
decreed that the Devil's organization shall be 
destroy&, because it is extremely wicked. 
Belore he exercises his supreme power h the 



complete overthrow of the Devil's rule, God 
commandsl that his witnesses shall go and 
tell the people about it, exactly as God fore- 
ordained long ago. (Exod. 9 : 16) Therefore 
Jehovah says to those who are wholly devoted 
to him, that is, the Christians, the true fol- 
lower~ of Christ Jesus now on earth: "Ye are 
my witnesses." "And X have put my words 
in thy mouth, and I have covered thee in the 
shadow of mine hand, that I may plant the 
heavens, and lay the foundations of the earth, 
and say unto Zion, Thou ar t  my people." (Isa. 
43 : 9-12 ; 61: 16) Again he commands them 
to iagtruct the people in the right way and 
to give warning to all. (Ezek. 9 : 4-11 ; 33 : 
4-7) Such warning and testimony must now 
be delivered because we have come to the end 
of the world and the command from on high 
is: "This gospel of the kingdom shall be 
preached in all the world for a witness unto 
all nations; and then shall the end come. For 
then shall be great tribulation, such as was 
not since the beginning of the world to this 
time, no, nor ever shall be." (Matthew 24: 
14, 21) 

WHEN. 

Tbat the people of good will toward .God 
who desire righteousness, peace and prosperity' 
might have a more specific time named when 
they must flee from Satanic religion, Jesus 
spoke these words, to wit: "When ye shall see 
the abomination of deaolation, .spoken of by 
Daniel the prophet, standing where it ought 
not, . . . then let them that be in Judrca flee 
b the mountains." (Mark 13 : 14) God throvgh 



his prophet Daniel and other prophets f- 
told the effort of Satan lo set up a rule -& 
the world in defiance of the Almighty Go;d 
his King Christ Jesus, and therefore the Lard 
says to the people of good will, 'U'hen ye we 
that come to pass and Satan's organization try- 
ing t o  stand where i t  ought not to stand, then 
i t  is time for you to flee to  the kingdom of 
God, which is symbolized by mountains which 
stand for Jehovah God and Christ Jesus.' 

What, then, are the facts in fulfilment of 
this prophecy'! The wol-Id war advocates 
heralded this slogan, "The war will make the 
world safe for democracy." On the contrary, 
democracies have practically disappeared from 
the earth and dictators are grabbing control. 
The League of Nations was brought forth as 
a substitute for God's kingdom, to rule the 
earth, which TJeague the religious leaders an- 
nounced as the thing that should rule on earth 
instead of Christ, and thus they wholly ignored 
the Word of Jehovah God. I n  so doing the 
religious organizations openly announced that 
they arc a part of this wlorld. and God's Word 
has declared that the ~)rcscnt evil world is 
under the control of the Devil. Those nations, 
together with the big religious organizations. 
now boldly and \~rongfully stanc' in lhe place 
and stew1 of God's kingdom under Christ, 
dtanctina, a s  the Lord says, where i t  ought not 
to stand, claiming the r i ~ h t  to rtde the world, 
and that combine is tin abominatiop in the 
sight of Cod. a* declarer1 by him through his 
pl*oph(-t I)anie!. Hec::urr~ of  the attempt to 
hb.vvc such cornbir~utior~ to ruie instead of Christ 
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Jssus, the peoples of good will are warned to 
take this as a sure sign that the time is ripe 
for them to flee from religion and to earnestly 
seek refuge in God's kingdom, because God's 
purpose is to destroy every part of Satan's 
organization. 

Out from this combine of nations has grown 
a great monstrosity and which to-day t fully 
endorsed by the religionists. That monstrosity 
is the government of the various nations under 
one arbitrary dictator, that is to say, a dic- 
tatorial government otherwise called a totali- 
tarian rule. It arose first in Russia under the 
guise of Bolshevism, or Communism. Then it 
came forth in Italy under the name of Fascism, 
and in Germany labelIed Nazism. The great 
organization that leads in the religion of the 
world now backs up that monstrous thing and 
that without regard to what name or guise it 
appears under. Such monstrous 'dictatorial 
governments attempt to enforce rules or laws 
such as the "heiling" of men, compulsory salu- 
ting of flags and like things, thus causing, or 
attempting to cause, the people to acknowledge 
that their protection and salvation comes from 
man and the power of men represented by 
some emblem or flag. Otherwise stated, the 
religionists have really agreed that the pro- 
tection and the salvation of the people come 
from man power and not from Jehovah God 
through Christ Jesus. The religious organiza- 
tions fully acquiesce in the doctrine that the 
:'State" is above or superior to Jehovah God 
and his King Chfist Jesus. By their decree 
a d  course of action they hold that the "Ytatt$' 



may make any kind of a law wholly contrary 
to God's law and in defiance of God and that 
all persons must obey that law of the dictatoi, 
regardless of what God's law commands. This 
is another scheme of the Devil to compel men 
to violate God's specific commandment given 
a t  Exodus 20: 2-5 and to  turn men away from 
God afid to plunge them into destruction. For 
this reason Jehovah's witnesses declare that 
they will obey every law of the "State" or 
nation that is in harmony with God's law but 
when men and nations enact and attempt to 
enforce laws that are in defiance of Jehovah 
God and his specific commandments, then they 
will obey God and not man. The apostles 
blazed the way and the present day Jehovah's 
witnesses will follow their lead. (Acts 5: 29) 

For more than a thousand years the Roman 
Catholic Church placed Jehovah God abbve the 
"State" or law of man. It  then appeared to 
be convenient for that organization to do so. 
Being greedy for temporal power, that re- 
ligious organization has now openly and brazen- 
ly made an agreement with the radical element 
that governs the nations and in consideration 
thereof the Fascist government has restored 
temporal power to the head of the Catholic 
organization. 

Now the Vatican fully endorses the cruel 
war of conquest against the Abyssinians; the 
revolution and rutl~less slaughter in Spain, and 
the unrighteous war of Japan upon Chiaa. That 
pame religious organization has made an agree- 
ment with the Nazi dictator, and consents to 
the  dictator seizing contr.01 of other nations. 
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thus conforming itL4eff to the present mon- 
strous dictatorial rule of the world in defiance 
of God and his Christ. All the dictators or 
radical elements now ruling put the "State" 
above the Almighty God and insist that every 
person shall obey the Iaws of dictators even 
though such laws are  in defiance of Jehovah's 
law. The dictators and religious organizatfons, 
and particularly the leaders, now join together 
in the persecution of Jehovah's witnesses be- 
cause such Christians are the true followers of 
Christ Jesus and announce his kingdom. The 
religious organizations of the world, in which 
the Roman CathoIic Hierarchy leads, now place 
the "State" or dictatorial government above 
.Jehovah God and his law, and their motive in 
so doing is to find occasion against Jehovah's 
witnesses who are announcing the truth for the 
benefit of the people. As uuch dictators aought 
the destruction of Daniel and other faithful 
men at Babylon, so now the religionists seek 
the destruction of the foIIowera of Christ Jesus 
on the earth, because such witnesses tell the 
truth. Some of Jehovah's servants, because 
of their faithfulness, may be killed by religion- 
ists, but, if so, their blood will be upon the 
religionists. 

But mark this, the religionists in placing the 
"State" above Jehovah God have gone too far, 
and have taken a position from which they 
cannot back out, and the day is near when, 
to the great chagrin of the religionists, the 
radical element, that is, Fascists, Nazis and 
such like rulers, knowing that the religious 
leaders are hypocrites, will turn upon the m 



l ig ionih and destroy them. Thia is made cer- 
tain because it is written in Revelation 17 : "For 
God hath put it into their hearts to fulfil 
will." That will mark the beginning of A m -  
geddon in which the religionists and their 
organizations shall &st be destroyed. Then 
the Scriptures furthermore show, that when 
the radical rulers have destroyed religion, they 
will attempt to destroy all of Jehovah's 
anointed servant8 and their companions the 
great multitude. God declares that then he 
will fight for his people and against the enemy 
and will wipe out every vestige of Satan's 
organization, including the radical dictators 
and their supporters. As the hosts of ruth- 
less radicals and fanatics march to the assault 
of God's faithful people, the host of the Al- 
mighty God d l 1  fight them and smite the 
enemy, and concerning such it is recorded h 
God's Word, to wit: "And this shall be the 
plague wherewith the Lord will smite all the 
people that have fought against Jerusalem [his 
covensnt people]. Their flesh shall consume 
away while they stand upon their feet, and 
their eyes shall consume away in their holes, 
and their tongue shall consume away in their 
mouth." (Zechariah 14: 12) God commaads 
that this warning must now be given to the 
people. 

Jehovah's witnesses and their companions, 
the "other sheep7', have nothing in common with 
Communists, Fascists, Nazis or religionists. 
They are not in sympathy with such. In obedi- 
ence to God's commandment Jehovah's wit- 
nesses hold themselves sexsa te  and unsmW 
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from the world. They have no controversy with 
any man or organization. Tbeir sole commis- 
sion and work is to bear testimony before the 
nations and the people concerning Jehovah God 
and his purpose and thus to warn the people 
of good will that they may flee to God's king- 
dom under Christ and there find the only place 
of refuge and salvation. Having been warned 
according to God's commandment, the people 
that then fail or refuse to give heed thereto 
ehall bear their own responsibility and suffer 
the consequences. If Jehovah's witnesses fail 
to give the warning as commanded then they 
are responsible before God. (EzekieI 33: 2-6) 

Jehovah's witnesses are the friends of the 
people because they follow Christ Jesus. As 
Jesus boldly declared that religion is the in- 
vention of the Devil to  deceive men and to 
turn them away from God and to destruction, 
even so in obedience to his commands Jehovah's 
witnesses now declare the same message, point- 
ing out that religion is the most devastating 
racket ever invented or  practiced upon the 
people. Jehovah has let the Devil go the full 
length of his tether and now the day is at 
hand for the final show-down. Jehovah God 
is now doing his work, which work appears 
strange to religionists because Jehovah's wit- 
nesses tell the truth concerning them. Such 
work is for the purpose of notifying the people 
of God's purpose to destroy religion and all 
other instruments of the Devil. The testimony 
completed and that work ended, God declares 
that then he will exhibit his supreme power 
by completely wrecking Satan's organization. 



Every honest man should desire to be i~formed 
of what is coming to pass that he may have 
opportunity to seek protection and sa.lvation for 
himself and his loved ones. Every thoughtful 
person now discerns that these are perilous 
times and that some dreadful thing is about ta 
befall the nations of the world.

6: 23) 
and only those who love and do righteousness 
shall live, as it is written: "For the righteous 
Lord loveth righteousness ; his countet~ance 
doth behold the upright." (I'aa. 11: 7) 
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These great truths, vital to every man who 
desires to live, were long ago written in God's 
Word for the benefit of those now on the earth. 
The Roman Catholic Hierarchy is desperately 
trying to keep the people from hearing and 
understanding the same and their only means 
of preventing the people hearing is to put to 
silence those who speak the truth.

PRESS INTERVIEWS. 
Agreeable to his prcvious arrangements 

Judge Rutherford returned to America on the  
Mariposa, which left Sydney, April 20th. A 
large crowd of Australians were a t  the wharf 
to bid him and party bon voyage. The news- 
paper men were there also and asked .Judge 
Rutherford to  say something to the Sydncy 
people as  a farewell message, to  which he re- 
plied: "It is useless for me to give a message 
to the press, because your papers would not 
pubIish the truth and I speak only the truth. 
You reporters go out and get the copy and 
your editors refuse to publish for fear of shock- 
ing the  religious susceptibilities of the Roman 
Catholic Hierarchy and the Faseists. Please 
take this message to your editors from me: 'I 
know and they know tha t  the Fascists and the 
Roman Catholic Hierarchy are in a combine to  
grab complete col~trol of Australia and then to  
take away all liberties of the people, and yet 
the . newspapers remain silent and refuse to 
publish anything that  is true dbout thal  corn- 
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bine because of fear. Tell them that they are 
cowards and have not the courage to publish 
the truth. The nation is threatened with a 
great peril, and while the newspapers claim 
to publish what is for the benefit of the people 
they entirely ignore the truth and do only the 
bidding of the Fascists and the Roman Catholic 
Hierarchy. For this reason the newspapers 
of Sydney and Melbourne are traitors to the 
nation of Australia, and enernie~ of the people, 
and af the entire British Empire. They are 
playing into the hands of a ruthless crowd that 
hope to rule the world by dictators. That is 
my message to them &nd I am sure they will 
not have the courage to publish it. The people, 
however, will find a way to get the truth'." 

Arrangements had been made for Judge 
Rutherford to address the public at Auckland 
while the Mariposa was in port. Application 
had been made by New Zealanders for the use 
of the radio tha t .  the people throughout the 
nation might hear the lecture. The Govern- 
ment officials refused to permit the radio to be 
used and in that manner deprived the people 
of the right of hearing what is important to 
them. Again fear of offending the Fascists 
and the Roman Catholic Hierarchy prevented 
the freedom of speech and freedom of hearing. 

Throughout the whole earth the Roman 
Catholic Hierarchy and the Fascists have 
suavely said to the Protestants and others, 
words to this effect: "Let us be good neigh- 
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bors and say nothing that might be offensive. 
We should be sure to say nothing that  would 
shock each other's religious susceptibilities". 
This is another subtle trick. Protestants and 
Jews have fallen into the t rap of the Fascists 
and the Ilierarchy. and while. they have re- 
mained silent the Fascists and Hierarchy 
secretly and silently have gone about to get 
control of the political affairs of the nations. 
In every nation of Christendom they have put 
their men in strong political positions t o  ascer- 
tain what is going on and report to the head- 
quarters a t  Vatican City. 

At the noon hour a large and appreciative 
audience of New Zealrtnders assembled at the 
To\vn Hall and gave the closest attention to 
Judge -Rutherford's address, showing their 
sympathy with what he had to say. In  keep- 
ing with the subtle and false methods pursued 
by the Fascists and the Hierarchy reports had 
been circulated that Judge Rutherford is 
against the returned soldiers and therefore the 
soldiers are against him. This is entirely 
false. At the conclusio~~ of the lecture a re- 
turned soldier, who had done much real ser- 
vice, proposed a Itesolution which was unani- 
mously and enthusiastically adopted by the 
audience and which Resolution follows:- 

BESOLUTION. 

This C0mpai.y of Christian people of New 
Zealand :low 'aswmbled a t  Auckland have 
listened with great interest to the lecture of 
Judge Rutherford, who has pointed out from 
the Scriptures the reason for these perilous 
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times apd has produced evidence of greater 
peril that is just ahead. It is with deep regret 
that we note that public officials of this nation 
have prevented the people generally from hear- 
ing this timely lecture by refusing the use of 
the radio and have thus done the people a real 
injury. 

We view with great alarm the activity of 
the Fascists and the Roman Catholic Hierarchy 
in their efforts to gain control of this and 
other nations and to rule the people by dicta- 
tors, and we sound the warning to the people 
against the same. 

We are not against any person or group of 
persons because of their faith or religious be- 
lief. We recognize that there are multitudes 
of sincere persons of the Catholic population, 
as we11 as of other organizations, and which 
people are being kept in ignorance of the truth 
by reason of the unwarranted efforts of their 
leaders, and particularly because of the efforts 
of the Roman Catholic Hierarchy that oper- 
ates from Vatican City, Rome. 

We observe that the Roman Catholic Nier- 
archy has departed fram what we generally 
have understood to he religion and their re- 
ligious purposes, and that organization has 
become entirely political, greedy for gain and 
for political power. We declare ourselves un- 
alterably opposed to  any organization that 
attempts to deprive and which deprives the 
people of the liberty of thought and action and 
attempts to keep them in ignorance of the 
truth and to rule them for s e b f i  purposes. 
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We declare ourselves in favor of freedom of 
speech and full liberty to worship Almighty 
God as each one may choose. We hold that 
the common people are fully capable of deter- 
mining what they wish to hear aad that no 
man or organization or government has any 
right to deprive the people of the privilege or 
liberty of hearing and of then determining for 
themselves what they wish to believe. 

We denounce as unrighteous and therefore 
exceedingly wrong the action of the government 
of Fiji and of other colonies of the British 
Empire in preventing the people from import- 
ing, having in possession, and using books and 
other literature that explain the Sacred Scrip- 
tures, which constitute the Word of God. We 
call -upon all such governments to remove all 
restrictions placed against such publications 
and that every provision be made for the people 
to have free access and use of books that ex- 
plain the Scriptures in the light of present day 
events. 

We protest to the steamship companies that 
carry the public over the sea and declare that 
they ?re acting wrongfully in permitting 
Cathol~c priests, as agents of the Roman 
Catholic Hierarchy and the Fascists, to daily 
use the public places upon their ships to carry 
on their God-dishonoring rack$, and by this 
means extracting money from credulous per- 
sons to be later used to carry on the Hierarchy's 
political activities. We hold that all persons 
should enjoy equal privileges at the hands of 
public carriers. 
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The public press claims to be the medium 
of informing the people what is for their best 
interests. We deplore the 1ar.t that the public 
press to-day fails and refuses to publish truths 
that are of vital interest to  the nations and to 
the people, and manifestly this the newspapers 
do because of fear, t.hus showing that they are 
under the svbversive influence and domination 
of a selfish, political, religious organization and 
are therefore unfait.hfu1 to the people and to 
the nation. We strongly urge that yome honest 
and sincere persons publish a paper that will 
fearlessly tell the t ru th  and mill not suppress 
the truth because of f a r  of "shucking the 
religious susceptibiIities" of political gangsters. 

In this hour of stress on the earth we com- 
mend all sincere Christian people to a careful 
and honest study of thr Sible, which is the 
Word of Almighty God. The welfare of the 
people and the honor of the name of.Jehovah 
God is paramount to the interest of any organi- 
zation. Re  hold that all should be free and 
frank in ascertaining and telling the truth that 
good may result to ourselve- and to our fellow 
creatures. 

JEHOVAB'E WITNESSES. 

Who are Jehovah's witnesses? Christ Jesus 
was, and is, "The Faithful and True Witness" 
of Jehovah God and that is one of His titles. 
(Revelation 19 : 11). Every true follower of 
Christ Jesus must be a witness to the name 
and purpose of Jehovah, When the question 
ms propounded to  Jqzr;;;. as t~ vihy He was oq 



earth, and whether or not he were a king, he 
answered: "I am a King; to this end was I 
born and for this cause came I into the world 
that 1 should bear witness unto the truth. 
Everyone that is of the truth heareth my voice". 
(John 18: 37). The name of Jehovah God 
must now be vindicated because his due time 
has come and therefore he says to the true 
followers of Christ Jesus; "Ye are my witnesses 
and my servant".
